Anje was a young girl when she became involvedhenRQutch underground along with
her mother and many others. Her mother died in Retweich Concentration camp in
January 1945. Her uncle was shot in Vught prisenpcen 1944 at the age of 42. Most of
her friends were also killed or died in the pris@amps.

She cried out when released as one of the fewsthraived, “Why God—why me?” She
had no money, she was hungry most of the timecshtemplated suicide, and she had
no where to go, but eventually had to return toHmme even after discovering that it
was her father who had betrayed her and her mother.

Anje had no formal religious training. She had mexeen to church, she had not read the
Bible she was not Jewish, but she believed in adrdg Father of love and who did not
treat His creation with such hatred nor did He wathers to. Anje stated that Yom
Hashoah (Holocaust Remembrance Day) is still thstmifficult day of the year for her.
The official ceremony with the lonely trumpet soufalowed by two minutes of silence
wants to bring back all the terror, insanity, ane pain of the horrors that she witnessed.

Anje knows the horrors of the Holocaust and it $tdaever be forgotten, but she also
knows the power of healing forgiveness love, amdféithfulness of God.
