This year the area-wide geographic focus will be Colonial Hills (the neighborhood, 
congregations, and schools), which will serve as our "Ground Zero" for the initial compassion 
efforts of theses 90 days (working outward) - whether community service, food distribution, 
neighborhood revitalization (roofing, repair homes, etc.), block parties and outreach, etc.
